£2.8 million investment for Beauly affordable homes
An area in the Highlands most in need of housing is set to benefit from a £2.8 million ‘shot in the arm’ resulting in affordable homes for up to 90 people.  

The development will be built on the former Simpson’s nursery site in Beauly.  Building of the 23 properties will commence in spring 2009.

The picturesque, courtyard style build, designed by local architect’s Maxwell and Co is also set to benefit local businesses.  ROK Building Services will build the homes comprising a mix of flats, semi detached bungalows and semi detached houses.  And Inverness based Active 24/7 will be providing the energy efficient heating systems for the build, which use revolutionary air source heat pump technology.  
The new homes will be built by early spring 2010 for rent and for sale through Shared Equity from Albyn Housing Society.  
Calum Macaulay, chief executive at Albyn, said: “The Inner-Moray Firth is one of the highest demand areas for affordable housing in the Highlands.  We’ve been working closely with our partners at the Small Communities Housing Trust, the Scottish Government and Highland Council to secure the land and funding for this much needed development.  The provision of homes for up to 90 people will be a major boost to the area.
He added:  “We’re also delighted that some of the £2.8 million investment will be supporting the local construction industry and local firms who are undertaking different aspects of the build.” 
Albyn Housing Society manages over 2,000 properties all around the Highlands.
